Job Description, Duties and Compensation

Job Description:
The Shawano County Fairest Of The Fair serve as the official ambassador of the Shawano County Fair and the Shawano County Agricultural Society by representing and promoting the fair opportunities, which include education, agriculture, social, cultural and commercial activities at local events throughout the year.  They will also make daily appearances at the Shawano County Fair and assist where necessary.  This program provides an opportunity for applicants to grow in public speaking, etiquette, confidence, presentation skills, interviews and much more.

The honor of being Shawano County’s Fairest Of The Fair will be challenging and rewarding.  You will gain life experiences, better self-confidence, listening skills, time management techniques, writing and speaking ability and a greater regard for people and places of Wisconsin.

Candidates must be mature, out-going, articulate, sensitive to all types of people and be pleasant.  Also must have excellent writing, public speaking, computer and telephone skills.  You must be able to adapt to any situation and be dependable and professional in the performance of your duties. 

Official term is for one year, from the coronation ceremony during Brunch On The Farm through to the ceremony the following year. Most of the duties will be performed between May 1 and September 30th.  Candidates must have a flexible schedule and be available throughout the year and be available for appearances, meetings, interviews, etc.   including weekends or evenings.

A schedule of events will be set up following coronation.  This schedule should supersede any personal commitments.  Exceptions apply if prior approval is obtained.
 
For mandatory parades and events, the float or materials may be provided by the Shawano County Agricultural Society or Fairest Committee.    Other obligations will require you to use your personal vehicle.

1. In order to promote and have a better understanding of the Shawano County Fair, you must be willing to learn about and visit Shawano County events, community parades and other special events throughout the county.

2. At the ceremony at the end of your term, you must act as master of ceremonies and give a short speech of your experience as Fairest Of The Fair.

3. During the Shawano County Fair you will serve as an official host for the Shawano County Fair with the following opportunities:

· Arranging and performing media interviews at various events
· Greet fairgoers and special guests
· MC’ing and participating in events and contests
· Attend as many events as possible.  You do not have to be at the start of each event, but can make an appearance while the event is going on
· At each event you attend, welcome everyone, wish the exhibitors good luck and tell everyone to enjoy their time at the Shawano County Fair
· Work with the Marketing Director of the Shawano County Fair/Shawano Speedway/ Fairest Committee to create your schedule for all events and during the fair
